MRSA and ERV swabs: We have been notified of an error in the distribution of swabs for MRSA and ERV screening. The Materials Management team has already been notified, and storekeepers will replace this non-compliant product with our usual product. After consulting with the microbiology department, you can use this swab for your MRSA and VRE screening.
[bookmark: _GoBack]This product involves a change in practice: after sampling, insert the swab into the tube and bend the swab shaft at the break point indicated by the colored line visible on the swab shaft in order to break the shaft. Leave the shaft in the transport medium, close the tube tightly, and send it to the laboratory as soon as possible. The instructions are also shown in pictures on the packaging.
